Information Collected Automatically

We may use server log analysis tools to gather and analyze information regarding the
Service’s usage, such as the number of users accessing the Service, most/least visited
features, errors experienced by users, browsers and platforms used to connect to the
Service, your IP address and internet service provider (ISP), the date and time you used
the Service, and the features you used. This information may be collected via a number of
technologies, including cookies, web beacons, clear GIFs and other means.
